[5] �e organizations further expressed that the gov-
ernment must take immediate measures to protect the 
right to a healthy environment and to avoid aggres-
sion against human rights defenders; it must avoid the 
forced displacement of Indigenous communities, an 
obligation under Article 22 of the ACHR.
